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The Basics of Stablizers

By Judy Haynes

1 Three categories: tearaways, cutaways and all
others.

T Use tearaways when you (
stabilizers left on the back side. Good for
wovens.

1 Use cutaways when the item will be washed and
dried and you don’t want
Good for knits.

1 Iron-on tearaways and cutaways are good
because they make the fabric like a piece of
paper, which prevents it from shifting and
stretching while you are stitching.

T The —all ot hersll categor
can be tearaway or cutaway and toppers which
can be iron-away or water soluble. Use stickys
for hard to hoop items, corners, etc. Toppers
keep the stitches above the fabric and give the
needle a smooth place to land.

1 More than 8,000 stitches in a design requires
two layers of stabilizers.

1 Web Magic is a great product for appliqués.
Pressing produces a permanent bond.

1 Wet n Gone is suggested for turned edge
appliqué work.

COFFEE CAN SQUARES SWAP

STARTS IN JANUARY

The 2010 Coffee Can Swap will be a little
different. This year you will make 9 %2 inch
blocks using the focus and secondary fabrics you
find in your can each month. Ifyou startin
January, you will have nine squares when the
swap ends. You can sign up with Debi Miller at
the December meeting or contact her for more
information.

So, bring to the January meeting a coffee
can with only 2 yard of focus fabric and only 12
yard of secondary fabric inside. Mark which
fabric is which.

Each month you will receive a different
coffee can and make a 9 %2 inch square using the
fabrics in the can plus some from your own stash
as needed.

You can also add a sheet of paper so that
those making your blocks can sign their names.

The nine squares will be perfect for a table
runner or a good start for another quilting
project.

1. I do continuous line-sewing between pieces. For
example, if I have a lot of equal squares to be pieced, I
don’t cut each apart as | s

air between patches, then cut them apart afterwards.
