 Betty Greene read a Happy New Year poem and 
a snow poem.  She also gave us a sewing tip concerning 
removing the thread from your tension regulator.  
Instead of pulling the thread upward with your spool, cut 
the thread near the spool and then pull the thread down 
through the tension regulator, so you will not mess up 
your tension regulator.  
 Old Business 
 Sue Burton then introduced the new officers for 
2010. 

 There were no corrections or additions to the 
minutes or treasurerôs report as printed in the 
newsletter, so they stand approved. 
 Everyone was reminded that dues are to be sent 
to Denise Cwik immediately, if you wish to have your 
name in the 2010 membership directory.  
 A 2009 fiscal year financial review meeting was 
held with Susan Gamble and Diane Lee.  A summary of 
the results will be presented at the February meeting. 
 Members were reminded that 2010 marks the 
30th anniversary of Landrum Quilters.  It was requested 
that members think how they would like to 
commemorate this milestone. 
 Sue Burton encouraged everyone to look at the 
tri -fold board to see articles and photos by Susie Pitalo of 
the Steps to Hope Christmas donations, mystery quilt 
results and Christmas party; and a letter from Nancy 
Tuckerman regarding her donation of a wooden quilt 
frame to an individual or to the club.  
 President Burton also noted that she would get 
in touch with the Tryon Historical Festival people as she 
has not received any follow-up information from them.  

New Business 
Sue Burton read a thank you card from Janet 

Reedôs family and Jean McRay reported that Donna 
Edwardsô husband has had a massive stroke.  Further 
information concerning any changes in his condition will 
be sent out by e-mail.  

President Burton is scheduling a meeting of the 
new board and committee chairmen at the February 22nd 
bee, and she asked that questions and/or information 
needed by these ladies to help in their positions be 
brought at that time.  

It was announced that Ellis County Quilters in 
Texas was requesting an unfinished 8ò block depicting 
our group for a ñStitches Around the Worldò quilt they 
are making.  Mary Pikoraitis volunteered to make the 
block. 

Hospice of the Carolinas Foothills in Columbus, 
SC requested that we make lap quilts for their patients, 
with them pro viding all the materials.  It was agreed that 
we would make the lap quilts at one of the bees. 

Another local hospice has requested that we 
make quilts to cover gurneys as patients are taken out of 
the hospice house to the funeral home.  It was also 
agreed that we would do these at a bee, and Debi Miller 
generously offered quilt tops, with the remaining 
materials being paid for by the club. 
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Sue Burton reminded everyone that the yearôs 
program plans, vendor ad information, membership 
information, etc. be sent to Shirley Elliot by January 21, 
2010. 

It was announced that newsletters will be posted 
on our website for 3 months and then will be taken down 
to conserve website space. 

Sue Burton asked for volunteers to help in the 
following areas:  scrapbook/historian , National Quilting 
Day and/or Tryon Festival chairman.  Any of these 
positions are great opportunities for new members to 
become more familiar with the group and to get to know 
other members better.  Please contact Sue Burton. 

Committee Chair Reports 
There was no report by the Treasurer, Betty 

Fortner.  
Newsletter Chair Debbie Spiers asked that when 

the new directories are received that everyone check it 
for accuracies concerning name, address, telephone 
numbers and e-mail addresses.  It is important that e -
mail addresses are correct, as special notices may be sent 
by e-mail.  

Sunshine Chair Marilyn Hagopian reported that 
a sympathy card was sent to Betsy Freeman on the death 
of her husband.  A question was then raised as to 
whether we still wanted to announce birthdays at the 
meeting or list them in the monthly newsletter, or just in 
the directory.  A motion was made by Janine Allen, and 
seconded by Debbie Williams that birthdays still be 
announced at the meetings.  The motion carried.  
January and the first of February birthdays were then 
recognized. 

Karla Glova, Ronald McDonald Chair reported 
that she has material and batting ready for quilts and 
that this year as each person turns in a quilt, that person 
will be given a point, and the 3 individuals receivin g the 
most points will then receive a prize at the end of the 
year. 

Steps to Hope Chair, Ruth Gagliardi reported 
that a house-shaped box will be on the check-in table to 
continue our $.25 donations for next yearôs Christmas 
presents, and that she had received a thank you note 
from the children who received presents this past 
Christmas.  Each month, requested items will be listed in 
the newsletter.  A box will be placed under the tri-fold at 
the front of the room for these donated items.  Margaret 
Freedman, past Steps to Hope Chair read a thank you 
note from Steps to Hope to the Club and reported that 
Debbie Williams was able to get the stains out of the 
antique quilt.

  The 2010 Coffee Can Swap is a little 
different.   This year you will make 9 ½ inch 
blocks using the focus and secondary fabrics you 
find in your can each month.   If you start in 
January, you will have nine squares when the 
swap ends.   
 If you havenôt signed up yet and would like 
to participate, itôs not too late.  Youôll just get less 
squares at the end.   Bring to the next meeting a 
coffee can with only ½ yard of focus fabric and 
only ½ yard of secondary fabric inside.  Mark 
which fabric is which.  
 Each month you will receive a different 
coffee can and make a 9 ½ inch square using the 
fabrics in the can plus some from your own stash 
as needed. 
 You can also add a sheet of paper so that 
those making your blocks can sign their names. 
 The nine squares will be perfect for a table 
runner or a good start for another quilting 
project.
