 Lorena was a founding member of the Ranlo 
Quilters and, shortly before she went into hospice, had 
pieces for a new quilt numbered and organized for 
piecing.  Ruth and other friends put together the top and

died.   Lorena’s casket was draped with this quilt to 
honor her love of quilting. 
 
 Janet Reed, a member of LQ for the past five 
years, died at Arbor Hospice in Ann Arbor, MI on Dec. 
14.    She has resided there since August battling ovarian 
cancer. 
 Janet earned her doctorate from University of 
Michigan, worked as an elementary school teacher, 
taught at Georgia State University and in the Peace 
Corps in Venezuela.

COFFEE CAN SQUARES SWAP  
STARTS IN JANUARY 

  The 2010 Coffee Can Swap will be a little 
different.   This year you will make 9 ½ inch 
blocks using the focus and secondary fabrics you 
find in your can each month.   If you start in 
January, you will have nine squares when the 
swap ends.  You can sign up with Debi Miller at 
the December meeting or contact her for more 
information. 
 So, bring to the January meeting a coffee 
can with only ½ yard of focus fabric and only ½ 
yard of secondary fabric inside.  Mark which 
fabric is which.  
 Each month you will receive a different 
coffee can and make a 9 ½ inch square using the 
fabrics in the can plus some from your own stash 
as needed. 
 You can also add a sheet of paper so that 
those making your blocks can sign their names. 
 The nine squares will be perfect for a table 
runner or a good start for another quilting 
project.

 This year we will be doing birthstone gem colors. 
  
  January  Garnet 
  February Amethyst 
  March   Aquamarine 
  April   Pink Diamond 
  May   Emerald 
  June   Turquoise 
  July   Onyx 
  August   Peridot (yellow green) 
  September  Sapphire 
  October  Jasper (yellow brown) 
  November  Topaz 
   December  White Diamond 
  
Rules 

 1.  You will bring 12 10-inch squares in a zip lock bag 
 with your name on it. 
2.  Use cotton – all pre-washed 
3.  You may do up to 5 sets of blocks but each must be a 
 different fabric in a different bag. 
 4.  No flannels, solids, plaids or stripes 
5.  No novelty fabrics 
  
Remember there are no make-up squares.  If you miss a 
month,  it's ok.
