 Taffy teaches occasionally at Intown Quilters in 
Decatur, Ga.   
 She will bring a sampling of books, patterns and 
fabrics from the store for guild members to purchase.

 Old Business 
 A motion made by Eileen Ash to accept the 
March Minutes, as printed in the newsletter, and 
seconded by Mary Pikoraitis, was approved by the 
members. A motion made by Deb Spiers to accept the 
March Treasurerôs report, as printed in the newsletter, 
and seconded by Mary Ann Magee, was approved by the 
members. 
 National Quilting Day, March 20 th, which was 
observed by the members at the Landrum Library, was a 
great success.  There were quite a few visitors, beautiful 
quilts were displayed, and ladies were visiting and 
working on quilt projects of their own.  
 Ellen Henderson announced that the Landrum 
Memorial Day Stroll will be held Monday, May 31, 2010.  
Our booth will be outside under a tent, and the theme  
will be ñQuilt Education,ò as people will be able to ask 
questions about quilts they may have; such as the name 
of the patterns and how to take care of the quilts.

North 
Carolina Quilt Symposium will be held in Charlotte on 
June 3-6, and Blue Ridge Quilt Festival will be held June 
18-20 in Blacksburg, Virginia.  Flyers and bookmarks 
will be available at the front table at the next meeting.

Hospice Lap Quilt "Hugs"  

  
Hospice of the Carolina Foothills needs two twin-size 
quilts and 65 lap quilts for patients in the Landrum 
hospice facility, as well as home-bound and nursing 
home patients.    The two twin -size quilts were donated 
by Debi Miller and quil ted by Wanda Pace and Kathy 
Rivenbark.  Thank you, ladies!!  The recommended 
dimensions for the lap quilts are 40"x40" or 
40"x60".   The smaller square lap quilts can be used by 
patients while sitting in wheel chairs, and the larger 
rectangular lap quilts can be used by patients either 
while sitting in wheel chairs or when resting in bed.   
  
You can make simple or elaborate lap quilts-- it is your 
choice.  You can find many patterns for charity quilts on 
the internet or in books in our LQ library.   Many 
patterns for  baby quilts could be used simply by 
changing the fabric selection.  A simple patchwork 
pattern could be made by using 10 1/2 inch squares, or a 
rail fence pattern could be made using 2 1/2 inch 
strips.   Check your stash to see if you have extra fat 
quarters, squares or strips that could be used to make a 
lap quilt.   Stitch them together and then practice your 
machine quilting.   While doing something good to help 
others, you will also clear your sewing area to make 
room for more projects.  
  
Thank you for your  generous  help with this 
project.  When you give someone a quilt, you are giving a 
hug.  This is a great opportunity for Landrum Quilters to  
give hugs to those in our community who are in need of 
hugs.

QUILTING TIPS: 

Use plain water only when washing out 

water soluble marker pens from your 

fabric and hand wash well, as detergents 

and ironing may set the ink 

permanently. 
    

QUILTING TIPS: 

Just iron your fusible web around the 

edges of your larger appliqué shapes, and 

you can then cut away the centre portion 

to get rid of excess bulk and stiffness, 

which will make appliquéing easier, and 

your finished quilt softer.

 Are you building your stash with the gemstone block 
swap this year?  Remember, you can do this every month 
or only the months that interest  you. 
     Here are the colors remaining.           
  May   Emerald 
  June   Turquoise 
  July   Onyx 
  August   Peridot (yellow green) 
  September  Sapphire 
  October  Jasper (yellow brown) 
  November  Topaz 
   December  White Diamond  

   
Rules 

¶ You will bri ng 12 10-inch squares in a zip lock 
bag with your name on it.  

¶ Use cotton ï all pre-washed 
¶ You may do up to 5 sets of blocks but each must 

be a different fabric in a different bag.  
¶ No flannels, solids, plaids or stripes 
¶ No novelty fabrics 
¶ No make-up squares.  If you miss a month, it's

Tote bags and duffle bags  

Benefitting many children  

 Thanks to your generosity, some 58 tote and 
duffle bags have been given to children of all ages 
taken into protective custody by the Spartanburg 
County Department of Social Services. 
 Many are removed from their homes because of 
drugs, guns and other unsafe conditions.  Often 
children must leave all of their possessions behind.   
The bags give them something of their own which 
can be used to hold items provided by DSS. 
 The tote bag pattern is now on the LQ website.   
Duffle bags can be any size, but no larger than a 
standard pillow case. 
 Consider using an orphan block to add a special 
touch to your bag.

QUILTING TIPS:  Many quilters have 

discovered that rubber gloves work very well for 

helping grip when machine quilting.  Either 

rubber dishwashing gloves,or gardening gloves 

with rubber dots on the palm work equally well. 

QUILTING TIPS: Make your quilt 

rod/hanging sleeve from a patchwork of all 

the fabric used in your quilt.  Then, if you 

need to repair anything on the quilt top later, 

you will have a selection of the right fabrics 

to use.
