 Betty Greene, Quote of the Month Chair, read a 
joke concerning a lady and her hat on a cruise ship, a 
short story about ownership of your quilt (being sure to 
make labels to attach to any quilt you make), and a tip 
suggesting that before quilting your quilt, you attach a 
label first to the quilt and then quilt it so that the label 
would be integrated into the quilting.  
 
 Old Business  
 A motion made by Eileen Ash to accept the April 
Minutes, as printed in the newsletter, and seconded by 
Debbie Williams, was approved by the members. A 
motion made by Marilyn Hagopian to accept the April 
Treasurerôs report, as printed in the newsletter, and 
seconded by Ellen Henderson, was approved by the 
members. 
 Ellen Henderson announced that the Landrum 
Memorial Day Stroll, to be held on Monday, May 31, 
2010, will be from 10:00 to 3:00.  Our booth will be 
outside under a tent in front of the Mailroom, which is 
across the street from the Depot where the Farmerôs 
Market will be held.  Setup will be at 9:00.  Our theme 
will be ñQuilt Educationò.  We will have various pattern 
books for those people trying to find out the pattern 
name of their quilts, handouts on how to take care of 
quilts, and quilt labels made out of muslin for those 
interested patrons.  Expandable quilt racks to display 
various quilts will be available, and quilts will be 
displayed in different store windows in Landrum.  

 Sue Burton announced that she and Ellen 
Henderson have been working on additional 
observations for the Landrum Quilters 30 th Anniversary.  
They are looking into the possibility of a catered 
luncheon for our holiday party and will give us more 
information later, once prices and locations have been 
obtained.  Also discussed was the possibility of Georgia 
Bonesteel being a guest speaker at an evening program 
at the Landrum Library, which would be a gift from the 
Club to the Library.

North Carolina Button Show 
will also be on May 14th and 15th in Greensboro, N.C.  
North Carolina Quilt Symposium will be held June 3rd 
through 6th in Charlotte, and the Blue Ridge Quilt 
Festival will be held June 18-20 in Blacksburg, Virginia.  
AQS Expo will be held July 14th through 17th in Knoxville , 
Tennessee.  Flyers and bookmarks are available at the 
front table.
